1 person to the U.S. Entrepreneurial Forum in Lima, Peru

This conference was attended by local International Trade Administration (ITA) staff
with no resulting costs to Commerce. No annual leave was taken immediately before or
after this conference. ITA organized this conference and others in 17 cities around the
world. The goal for these conferences to support encouragement of free enterprise and
private participation around the world and reflect the vital role of free enterprise in
achieving rising levels of production and standards of living essential to economic
progress and development. Accordingly, it is declared to be the policy of the United
States to encourage the efforts of other countries to increase the flow of international
trade, to foster private initiative and competition, to discourage monopolistic practices, to
improve the technical efficiency of their industry, agriculture, and commerce, and to
strengthen free labor unions; and to encourage the contribution of United States
enterprise toward economic strength of less developed friendly countries, through private
trade and investment abroad, private participation in programs carried out under this
chapter (including the use of private trade channels to the maximum extent practicable in
carrying out such programs), and exchange of ideas and technical information on the
matters covered by this subsection. Although ITA has organized many conferences like
this many times over the last few fiscal years, this has been the only one in Lima, Peru.
This conference took place on March 23 through March 27, 2004.

1 person to the Sea Turtle Awareness Day in Galveston, TX

The cost was $304 for the salary of a contractor. No travel cost was involved since it was
a local event. No annual leave was taken immediately before or after this conference.
The purpose of this meeting was to educate local officials and the public on sea turtle
nesting activities to prevent violation of endangered species regulatory restrictions.
Contact with the beach-going public and interaction with local and state sponsored
projects such as beach re-nourishment, shoreline development and protection are a local



issue for County, City and State officials. Such projects can be accommodated given
correct information to support monitoring and reporting (including the beach-going
public) and adjustment by local officials to seasonal nesting. The purpose for
Commerce’s participation was to educate Galveston Municipal and County officials,
Texas General Land Office officials, U.S. Army COE staff, USFWS staff and interested
public from local beach communities on nesting activities of the endangered Kemp’s
Ridley sea turtle on Galveston Island. Kemp’s Ridley sea turtles are now returning to
nest on Texas beaches after decades of absence. Commerce has participated for the past
three years, since it has become evident that sea turtles are nesting in increasingly larger
numbers on the upper Texas coast (including Galveston Island) each year. The meeting
was held on April, 9, 2005, at the NOAA National Marine Fisheries Service facility in
Galveston, where research on sea turtles is conducted.

1 person to the Denmark Tourism Conference in Copenhagen, Denmark

This conference was attended by local International Trade Administration (ITA) staff
with no resulting costs to Commerce. No annual leave was taken immediately before or
after this conference. The overarching purpose of this annual conference was to promote
tourism to the United States. Commerce participates in this conference annually to
support the See America's pavilion and expand the network among tour operators. This
conference took place on January 28 through January 30, 2005.

46 staffers to the National Association of Manufactures Conference in Chicago, IL

The total cost for U.S. Foreign Commercial Service (US & FCS) staff to travel to, plan
and support event activities was $186,772. No annual leave was taken immediately
before or after this conference. This event was a trade show that is sponsored annually
by the National Association of Manufacturers. In support of the Department of
Commerce Manufacturing Initiative and to promote U.S. manufacturing exports, US &
FCS sponsored export promotion activities on the trade show floor. Staff did not
participate in the conference portion of the National Association of Manufactures trade
show. This conference was attended by several Senior Commercial Officers from in the
Africa, Near East and South Asia sector and the East Asia Pacific sector, as well as
domestic Trade Specialists. These Trade Specialists counseled U.S. manufacturers about
export opportunities in their countries in 600 one-on-one meetings. Country-specific
seminars for U.S. businesses were also held. In addition to the Commercial Service
export counseling, the multi-agency Export Pavilion exhibited at the show. The Export
Pavilion promotes U.S. Government export assistance for U.S. companies and features
U.S. F.C.S., Export Import Bank of the U.S., Small Business Administration, the Foreign
Trade Statistics and Regulations of the U.S. Census Bureau, and the National Customs
Brokers and Forwarders Association of America. This conference took place on
February 23 through February 26, 2004.



1 person to the Annual Las Vegas International Hotel and Restaurant Show

The cost to Commerce for participation in this conference was $245 for registration fees.
Commerce staff did not take leave immediately before or after the conference. The
conference was organized for travel and tourism professionals from California and
Nevada to address issues that impact the hotel and restaurant sectors of the travel and
tourism industries of both states. The conference drew many travel and tourism industry
professionals that had a vested business interest in the progress of the U.S. Government
in working toward a potential tourism facilitation arrangement with China. An ITA
staffer from Commerce participated as a speaker/panelist on the issue of China outbound
travel to the United States. In addition, ITA staffer shared the positive progress of the
U.S. Government’s efforts to expand travel and tourism flows between the United States
and. The Department of Commerce does not regularly participate in this conference.
This conference occurred on April 11, 2006 through April 13, 2006.

1 person to the Nevada Rural Tourism Conference in Carson City, NV

The cost to Commerce for participation in this conference was $34 for registration fees.
Commerce staff did not take leave immediately before or after the conference. The ITA
staffer delivered a keynote speech on international travel trends to the United States and
the role of rural tourism in attracting international travelers to this country. The aim of
this conference, attended annually by the Department, is to expand the international
visitation levels to the Nevada’s rural areas. This conference occurred on April 5, 2006
through April 7, 2006.

1 person to the Hawaii Association of Land Surveyors Conference in Honolulu, HI

There were no admission or participation fees for this conference and a local NOAA
staffer based in Honolulu attended. No leave was taken immediately before or after this
conference. A National Ocean Service staffer was the keynote speaker and he conducted
a workshop on Basic Global Positioning Systems. His participation in the Conference is
a requirement of his position as the National Geodetic Survey State Advisor. As result,
NOAA has participated in this conference each year since 2003. The stated purpose of
this conference is to present and discuss the new specific Basic Geodetic Survey and
Global Positioning Systems requirements and updates for Hawaiian land surveyors. This
conference occurred on February 2, 2006 through February 3, 2006.

34 employees to the Alaska Marine Science Symposium in Anchorage, AK

The cost to Commerce for participation in this conference was $55,984 for staff salary
and travel costs. No leave was taken immediately before or after this conference. The
purpose of the conference is to present research results of North Pacific Research Board



funded projects and to assist in communication and coordination of Alaska research being
conducted by the marine research community. It provides a forum for scientists, Alaska
Natives, environmentalists, government officials, representatives of the fishing and
tourism industries, and other interested people to exchange views on the restoration of
coastal habitats, fisheries, mammals, birds, recreational and cultural resources. NOAA
provided keynote speakers, panel participants and presented research project results.
NOAA also participated in this conference to gain further understanding of current
marine research being conducted in Alaska by all entities. This is a conference that the
Department participates in annually. This conference occurred from January 21 through
January 27, 2006.

11 employees to the U.S./Central Europe Airport Issue Conference in Budapest,
Hungary

The cost to Commerce for participation in this conference was $14,153 for staff salary
and the travel costs of one U.S. based ITA staffer. The other ten Commerce staff were all
stationed in Central Europe. No leave was taken immediately before or after this
conference. The purpose of the conference was to present upcoming airport
infrastructure projects in Central and Eastern Europe and to provide the relevant
government and airport officials a venue to meet technology and services providers as
well as an opportunity to present their projects. This annual conference is a major
international industry event sponsored by the American Association of Airport
Executives in coordination with the Federal Aviation Administration. The event brought
together airport executives from leading U.S. and European airports, as well as
representatives from airport service companies and relevant government regulatory
agencies. The role of the Department’s employees was to work with the organizers to
identify and recruit the appropriate foreign government airport executives and
government officials to the event and then to ensure that the interests of U.S. companies
involved in airport technology and infrastructure were represented and promoted during
the conference. This conference occurred from November 6 through November 8, 2005.

1 person to the Facing and Solving Housing Conference in Mexico, Mexico City

There were no travel costs, admission fees or participation fees because a local ITA
staffer based in Mexico City attended. No leave was taken immediately before or after
this conference. The goal of this conference was to discuss and display new housing
products and technologies relevant to the Mexican market. Annually, Commerce
participates in this conference to promote the export of U.S. goods and services into the
Mexican market. Staff is assigned responsibilities for industry sectors that have the best
prospects for U.S. products and services. Housing is a growing market in Mexico with
substantial trade opportunities for U.S. products, technologies and developers. This is an
important industry event that ITA attends in order to maintain contacts in the local
housing industry and stay current on market trends and opportunities. The ITA staffer



was a participant at a trade show attached to the conference. This conference occurred
from June 14, 2006 through June 16, 2006.

1 person to Mexico’s Dental Industry Conference and the New Dental Medicines
Conference in Mexico City, Mexico

There were no travel costs, admission fees or participation fees because a local ITA
staffer based in Mexico City attended both of these conferences sponsored by the
Mexican Dental Association. No leave was taken immediately before or after this
conference by the local staffer. The goal of this conference is to discuss and display new
dental techniques and equipment for the Mexican market. Each year Commerce
participates in this conference to promote the export of U.S. goods and services into the
Mexican market. Staff is assigned responsibilities for industry sectors that have the best
prospects for U.S. products and services. The dental sector is an important market in
Mexico with substantial opportunities for U.S. products and technologies. These are
significant industry events that ITA attends in order to meet key contacts in the Mexican
dental industry and stay current on market trends and US trade opportunities. Mexico’s
Dental Industry Conference occurred from May 3, 2006 through May 6, 2006. The New
Dental Medicines in Mexico Conference occurred from November 25, 2005 through
November 30, 2005.

1 person to the Nederburg Auction and Wine Conference in Cape Town, South
Africa

The cost to Commerce for participation in this conference was $372, which is the
estimated salary cost for ITA staffer’s time to attend the event. No leave was taken
immediately before or after this conference. This conference, attended by a commercial
officer employed by ITA in Cape Town, was held in nearby Stellenbosch, South Africa.
The U.S. wine industry is one of many businesses that the Department has an affirmative
obligation to promote, and this event, held for the past 32 years, is one that is well
attended by wine industry representatives from all over the world. The 2006 conference
represented a break from tradition, in that the keynote speakers were not wine producers,
but several American women of African descent who are promoting wines among women
and minorities. The Department’s attendee assisted the Nederburg Auction in bringing
U.S. speakers to the event and, at the request of the meeting’s sponsors, participated in a
briefing on the South African market and on services provided by the Commerce
Department.

ANSWER: The Department is a large, highly dispersed organization with extremely
varied responsibilities. We have in place no single policy that governs conference
attendance and related activities. We rely on our managers to make prudent decisions
regarding which conferences to attend and who should attend them, and we hold
managers accountable for those decisions. Travel and conference attendance by
Department of Commerce employees always requires management’s approval.
Supervisors are aware of requests from multiple employees to attend the same
conference, and they do not approve such requests unless budgetary circumstances permit
it and program needs demand it. Further, in some Commerce organizations, attendance
by multiple employees at a single conference must be approved by senior management.
We do recognize our affirmative obligation to restrain resources expended on travel in
general and conference attendance in particular. Concurrently, we recognize that in
austere fiscal times, conference spending is among the top candidates for reduction, and
offers an opportunity for savings that can then be applied to mission-essential work.
